	REQUIREMENTS TO LODGE A DE-REGISTRATION/EXPORT REQUEST
Article 13 of the Aircraft Registration Act, 2010 and Article XIII of the Protocol to the Cape Town Convention (as represented in Article 25 of the First Schedule and the Second Schedule to the Aircraft Registration Act, 2010 as amended) provides for the irrevocable authorisation to de-register and export aircraft by the registered owner to a third party.

The Request should be completed in full and the form signed by the Authorized Party/ Certified Designee or a person duly authorised to act for and on behalf of the Authorized Party/ Certified Designee
The signature on the Request Form should be notarised and legalised by Apostille (the requirement for legalisation by Apostille applies if the Request is executed outside EU) and must be accompanied by sufficient evidence that the person signing the Request has due authority to bind the registered owner by his signature. (A notarial certification that the person signing the Request is a duly authorised signatory, or, a certified copy of a company resolution appointing the relevant signatory to sign the Request on its behalf, constitute sufficient evidence.)
