Article 5(3) of the Cover Regulation requires that Operators of complex motor-powered aeroplanes and helicopters involved in non-commercial operations shall declare their capability and means to discharge their responsibilities associated with the operation of aircraft and operate the aircraft in accordance with the provisions specified in Annex III and Annex VIII.  

Non-commercial operations, including non-commercial specialised operations, with complex motor-powered aeroplanes and helicopters, as well as commercial specialised operations with aeroplanes, helicopters, balloons and sailplanes shall continue to be conducted in accordance with applicable national flight time limitation legislation until the related implementing rules are adopted and apply. 

Relevant Acceptable Means of Compliance and Guidance Material published by EASA should be used to show compliance with each requirement of the Commission Regulation listed in this checklist.
