Sport activities around Comino - October 2017

Mariners and vessel operators are to
keep watch on VHF Channel 12 and cooperate with the crew of the support/rescue
vessel in the area. They are to comply with instructions issued by Valletta VTS
(Valletta Port Control) on VHF channel 12.
