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Filming in the Grand Harbour - Secret Service 

 

The Ports and Yachting Directorate, Transport Malta, notifies all mariners and sea vessel 

operators that filming activities will take place within the Grand Harbour on Thursday 10th 

April and Friday 11th April 2025. 

 

Filming will take place during the time and at locations as listed below. 

  

Within Id-Daħla ta’ Rinella. 

 

Filming is scheduled to be carried out on Thursday 10th April 2025 between 0800 hours 

and 1900 hours. Due to the filming no vessel, except those involved in the filming, will be 

allowed to enter or drop anchor within the area formed by joining the imaginary line from 

point A to point B and the intermediate coastline, as shown on the attached chart A. 

 

From Senglea Quay to off Fortizza Sant’ Anglu 
 

Filming is scheduled to be carried out on Friday 11th April 2025 between 0800 hours and 

1800 hours. During the filming, a vessel will be filmed sailing from point Y (Senglea Quay) 

to point Z (off Fortizza Sant’ Anglu), as shown on the attached chart B. There will also be 

a number of RHIBs as support. 

It is being requested that all vessels not participating in the filming are to keep out of the 

way of the vessel being filmed. 

 

Mariners navigating in the vicinity of the indicated areas on the mentioned date and times 

are to keep watch on VHF Channel 12 and are to cooperate with the filming crew and/or 

any enforcement officers in the areas.  

 

Any instructions issued on VHF channel 12 / 16 by Valletta VTS are to be complied with.
