Start at 0900 hours from Ir-Ramla tal-Mixquqa, point E and finish at 1230 hours at Ghar 

Lapsi, point F. 

 

Thursday 6th April 2023 

Start at 1000 hours from Ghar Lapsi, point F and finish at 1230 hours at Il-Bajja ta’ 

Marsaxlokk, point G. 

 

Friday 7th April 2023 

Start at 1000 hours from Il-Bajja ta’ Marsaxlokk, point G and finish at 1300 hours at Id-

hour at Il-Bajja tal-Mellieħa, point A. 

 

The rowers will be repeating the same route between Monday 10th April 2023 and 

Saturday 15th April 2023. They will follow the same route with the same start and finish 

times as the previous week 

 

Mariners are advised to keep a sharp lookout and navigate with extreme caution and at 

slow speed (no wake) when in the vicinity, on the stipulated date and time. They are to 

cooperate with the organisers.  

 

All mariners are to comply with any instructions given on VHF Channel 12, 14 and/or 16, 

by Valletta VTS or Marsaxlokk VTS and by any enforcement officials on site.
