A silt curtain will be laid from points A to B as shown on the attached chart, on Tuesday
9t July 2024 due to some work will be done from the land side. A safety distance, of at
least 10m from the silt curtains, shall be maintained at all times.

Mariners and vessel operators are to navigate with caution and at slow speed (no wake)
when in the vicinity. They are to co-operate with the contractor on site.

Mariners are to comply with instructions issued on VHF channel 12 and/or 16 by Valletta
VTS.
