In view of the above, mariners are informed that navigation within 200 meters from
positions A and B, in Marsamxett Harbour will be prohibited on the mentioned dates and
times.

All craft moored within the indicated area (as shown on the attached chart) are to be
removed on the above-mentioned dates and times of the fireworks displays.
