Drilling of boreholes and Emergency repair works at Cirkewwa - South Ro-Ro

The Ports and Yachting Directorate, Transport Malta, notifies mariners that drilling of 

boreholes and emergency repair works will be carried off Cirkewwa – South Ro-Ro berth. 

 

Drilling of boreholes 

 

The drilling works will be carried out at points BH1, BH2, BH3, BH4 and BH5 as shown 

on the attached chart.

The repair works on the fender blocks will start on Monday 14th October 2024 till Friday 

31st January 2025, at points FB1. FB2, FB3, FB4 and FB5 as shown on the attached

These works will carried out from land and by scuba divers who will be displaying the 

International Code of Signals flag “A”, while works are being carried out. 

 

All masters and operators of vessels are advised to keep a sharp look-out, navigate with 

caution and at very slow speed (No Wake). They are to keep at least 50m away from 

each position while the works are being carried out and to comply with any instructions 

given on VHF channel 12 and/or 16 by Valletta VTS and to co-operate with the contractor 

and/or Enforcement Personnel on site.
